Executive Summary 
 

Introduction 
The following report presents the official school enrollment as of September 30, 2024. Enrollment 
figures are disaggregated by race/ethnicity and gender. The report also includes information on special 
education students attending private and public facilities, District 202 residents attending non-public 
schools, class enrollment by department, number of class sections by department, average class size by 
department, and special courses and programs. 

 
Total Enrollment 
The 2024-2025 total enrollment (Part 1A) of 3570 is lower than total enrollment from the past five 
years.  The chart below shows the enrollment changes over the last five years.

Enrollment by Department 
Overall, class enrollments for every department except the Career and Technical Education, Special 
Education, and World Languages departments were down in the 2024-2025 school year (Part 2A) 
compared to 2023-2024.  
 
Enrollment in Special Education and Multilingual Services Program 
The number of special education students attending private and public facilities is 79, which is a 
decrease from 2020-21 (98). The number of students enrolled in the special education program in 
Buildings 1, 5 (Day School) and 299 (ALT School) decreased from 427 in 2023-2024 to 420 in 2024-25. In 
2024-25, there are 65 students enrolled in the Multilingual Services program.

Enrollment by Race/Ethnicity  
Total student enrollment by race/ethnicity over the past five years is summarized in the table below. 
 
In 2024-25 the percentage of Black/African American students is 23.3%, which is a decrease over 2023-
